1. Call to Order (Bahman Janka, Chair) 

The meeting was called to order at 9:40 AM.   
 
2. Approval of the May 21, 2009 Minutes (Subcommittee) 

Ken Johnson (Arterial ITS Configuration Management Group) made a motion to 
approve the May 21, 2009 minutes, which was seconded by Sharon Perlstein (League of 
Cities, Westside Cities).  The minutes were approved. 

 
3.  Chairperson Report (Bahman Janka, Chair) 

Mr. Janka reminded the Subcommittee that the next Streets and Freeways meeting will 
take place on Tuesday, July 14, 2009 at 9:30 AM in place of the regularly scheduled 
meeting on Thursday, July 16th. 

 
4.  Metro Report (Fulgene Asuncion, Metro)  

Ms. Asuncion reported that the main item at the June 3rd TAC meeting was the Call for 
Projects Deobligations/Extensions Appeals process.  Information on the results of the 
Deobligations appeals and TAC recommendations will be covered in a later agenda item.  
 
During the May 28th Board meeting, the Metro Board: 

• Adopted Metro’s FY 10 Budget, totaling $3.9 billion; 
• Amended the Budget to include a detailed report and recommendations for 

flattening the Metro organizational structure with emphasis on realigning the 
agency with statutory core functions thereby reducing administration costs and 
realigning support functions; 

• Approved the following service sector reappointments whose terms are through 
June 30, 2012: 

o Glenn Rosten, Westside/Central Service Sector Governance Council; 
o David Spence, San Gabriel Valley Service Sector Governance Council; and 

• Chief Executive Officer directed to: 
o Report back in July cycle with a strategy for coordinating with the 

California High Speed Rail Authority (HSR) and the integration of Metro’s 
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project and operations with HSR, including working with our regional 
partners, e.g. Metrolink, Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA), 
and San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG). 

 
Ms. Asuncion reported that: 

• At the Planning and Programming Committee on June 17th, the Committee 
recommended approving the Call for Projects preliminary modal category 
funding marks and preliminary fund estimate of $330 million; and $1.29 billion 
in FY 10 for Local Transportation Funding Allocations for Los Angeles County 
jurisdictions, transit operators, and Metro; 

• At the Special Board Meeting on the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) on 
Thursday, June 11th, the Metro Board deferred action on the LRTP until July.   

• At the Construction Committee meeting this afternoon, the Committee will 
consider approval of Life of Project budget of $17.760 million to construct a 
freeway soundwall on the I-210 freeway in the Cities of Arcadia and Monrovia. 

• LA County Congestion Reduction Demonstration Project, I-10/I-110 Expressways 
(Ad Hoc Congestion Pricing Committee) 

o More than 80 briefings/meetings with the community and stakeholders 
have taken place over the last 12 months; 

o Special meeting was held with elected officials from the I-10 and I-110 
corridors at Metro on June 8th; 

o Two public hearings (5 total) to be conducted as required by SB 1422 prior 
to adoption of toll rates.  The public will have the opportunity to comment 
on toll policy, performance measures, and toll rates; 

 June 20: 10:00 – 12:00 PM in West Covina, 
 June 22: 6:00 – 8:00 PM in Torrance, and 

o The target date for the Board to consider adopting the toll rates is July 23rd. 
 

Mohammad Mostahkami (League of Cities, Gateway Cities/South East) asked why the 
July Streets and Freeways meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 14th and not on the third 
Thursday of the month like usual.  Mr. Janka responded that a TAC meeting to review 
the 2009 Call for Projects is scheduled for Wednesday, July 15th, so if there are any 
comments from the Subcommittee they can be discussed with the TAC Committee at 
that time.   

 
5.  Caltrans Report (Kirk Cessna, Caltrans) 

Mr. Cessna reported on the following: 
• Safe Routes To School (SRTS) funding recommendations has been finalized and 

sent to Caltrans Headquarters.  The funding target for the District is $13.4 
million, and there were between 80 and 90 applications which have been ranked 
and scored.  The open forum in May was well attended, and there was a lot of 
positive feedback.  The goal is for the list to be released by the end of July.  There 
are approximately 20 projects on the list which met the $13.4 million threshold. 

 
• Caltrans is moving forward with the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 

(ARRA) projects.   One challenge that they have had is the amount of time it has 
taken some projects to receive Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) 
approval.  Currently, Caltrans is discussing ways to expedite FHWA approvals.  
Statewide, Caltrans has already hit the 50% commitment within the first 120 days 
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so the Feds did not see it as the highest priority.  The Caltrans Director has 
elevated the priority with FHWA so the processing time should be reduced. 

 
• Federal Transportation Improvement Program (FTIP) Amendment #17 was 

approved last week, so Caltrans is getting a lot of the Categorical Exemptions (CE) 
signed off.  Caltrans will now need to get updated PS&E Certification Forms from 
agencies.  Mr. Cessna also reported that most of the Disadvantaged Business 
Enterprise (DBE) programs are in place. 

 
• Due to FHWA Process reviews and how some local agencies are handling 

construction, FHWA now expects more oversight from Caltrans.  One of the 
items that will be implemented this summer is an invoice review at the District 
level.  Agencies will no longer submit their invoices directly to Caltrans 
Headquarters; they will now send them to District 7 for local review.  This means 
that agencies must submit their award packages to District 7 along with a bid 
summary because they will not be able to evaluate their invoice without that 
information.  This change is anticipated to be implemented by August 1st.  He 
stated that he will send out more information as it becomes available.   

 
Steve Huang (League of Cities, South Bay Cities COG) asked if agencies are required to 
submit invoices to Caltrans for review.  Mr. Cessna responded that the only difference is 
District 7 will be reviewing the invoices ahead of time.   
 
Mr. Mostahkami asked what percentage of the E-76s has been issued by area.  Mr. 
Cessna responded that he does not have that information.  Mr. Champaneria stated that 
at the June CTC meeting it was reported that out of $1.1 billion, $435 million in E-76s 
have been issued; however they do not keep track of the agencies.  Mr. Mostahkami 
stated that he would like to know how many E-76s have been distributed in District 7.  
Mr. Cessna stated that he can get those numbers.   

 
6.  Legislative Update (Marisa Yeager, Metro)  
 Federal 

Ms. Yeager reported that Department of Transportation (DOT) Secretary Ray LaHood is 
recommending an 18 month extension on the current Reauthorization Bill.  Chairman 
Oberstar will hold a press conference to discuss his plan in rolling out the next 
Reauthorization Bill.  He is proposing $500 billion in that plan: $50 billion for High 
Speed Rail, and $450 billion for the rest of the program.  Specifically, he is proposing to: 

• Redefine the federal role and restructure the Federal Surface Transportation 
program by consolidating or terminating more than 75 programs; 

• Consolidating a majority of the highway funding into four core formula categories 
designed to bring our highway and bridge systems to a state of good repair; 
improve highway safety; develop new and improved capacity; and reduce 
congestion and Greenhouse Gas (GHG) emissions and improve air quality; 

• Direct Federal highway safety investments to specific activities demonstrated to 
reduce fatalities and injuries on our roads; 

• Address congestion in major metropolitan regions, and eliminate major 
bottlenecks in freight transportation; 

• Create a National Transportation Strategic Plan, based on long-range highway, 
transit, and rail plans developed by States and metropolitan regions, to develop 
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intermodal connectivity of the nation’s transportation system and identify projects 
of national significance; 

• Require State and local governments to establish transportation plans with 
specific performance standards; measure progress annually in meeting these 
standards; and periodically adjust their plans as necessary to achieve specific 
objectives; 

• Improve the project delivery process by eliminating duplication in documentation 
procedures; 

• Establish a new program to finance planning, design, and construction of High-
Speed rail; and 

• Create a National Infrastructure Bank for investment.   
 

Ms. Yeager reported that Congress member DeLauro has introduced HR 2521, National 
Infrastructure Bank bill to facilitate efficient investments and financing of infrastructure 
projects and new job creation.  We are recommending a support position on this Bill to 
the Executive Management and Audit Committee (EMAC) and the Board.   
 
Ms. Yeager reported that within the $450 billion investment: $12.6 billion is dedicated to 
investment in the highway and motor carrier safety, and $337.4 billion for highway 
construction investment, including at least $100 billion for Capital Asset investment to 
begin to restore the National Highway System.  Ms. Yeager also reported that we do not 
anticipate hearing the outcome of the FY 10 proposal until after the August recess.   
 

 State Budget 
Mr. Turner reported that the Budget Conference Committee has been meeting over the 
past few weeks to work their way through the various proposals to deal with the $24 
billion deficit.  The recommendations were published in the Conference Committee 
report on June 17th in the form of a summary.  As an agency, we are concerned with two 
items.  The first item is that there is no mention in the report of a suspension of Prop 42; 
however nothing is final until the budget is signed.  We are concerned because there was 
talk about circumventing Prop 42, but when the issue was brought before the committee 
there were very strong statements by members of both parties about the need to continue 
Prop 42.  The second item is that the Legislature is essentially taking all of the public 
transit funding.  For Metro, that will create a $200 million hole in the budget.  So, while 
we move ahead with Measure R, the principal challenge will be to maintain funding for 
the bus and rail systems.  We are working through a variety of coalitions (such as the 
Self-Help Counties coalition) to support transportation funding.  We are expecting the 
budget to go to a vote in the Assembly on June 22nd.  Governor Schwarzenegger has 
indicated he will not likely sign the budget.  Metro is continuing to work on the variety of 
bills going through the legislature.  One highlight is that Senator Steinberg has 
introduced a measure, SB 575, which is intended to cleanup provisions in SB 375 related 
to the exemption for transportation Sales Tax projects and rezoning requirements under 
the Housing Element law.  That bill is soon moving to the Assembly, and it is quite 
possible that there could be some amendments.   
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7.  SAFE FY 2010 Budget (Michael Davis and Nicole Martinez, Westside Service Sector) 
Mr. Davis reported that they will go to the Board this month with a $17.55 million budget 
request.  SAFE funds are received from the $1 Vehicle Registration fee, which are 
forecasted to be approximately $7 million.  They also receive a $1 million Air Quality 
Management District (AQMD) grant.  SAFE has several programs that they are looking 
to fund this year.  There is the Call Box #399 program, and the regular freeway Call Box 
program, along with the Travel Information System (a new program that can be used by 
drivers for trip planning and weather reports).  The programs support around nine 
positions.  SAFE has an excess of funds of approximately $30 million. 
 
Ms. Martinez reported on the following: 

• The proposed $17.55 million FY 10 budget is a 2.5% decrease compared to the 
adopted FY 09 budget.  SAFE has reduced their legal services, and labor has gone 
up slightly due to Workers Comp allocations ($52,000) while call box capital has 
also gone down because of the completion of the digital transition.  The budget 
includes a $1.08 million MOU with Metro for administration support services, $2 
million for a 2006 MOU for Freeway Service Patrol (FSP) operations, which 
provides for the expansion of all FSP beats to cover mid-day and weekend 
services.  Ms. Martinez reported that they have analyzed that the economy is 
affecting gas prices and vehicle registrations, so the proposed budget is a 
conservative estimate with no increase over the previous year.  SAFE is also 
projecting 2.5% interest on investment funds this year which is a slight decrease.   

 
• With the #399 mobile call box program, calls are projected to increase because 

people are using their cell phones instead of call boxes on freeways.  During the 
transition to digital, SAFE decreased the amount of call boxes while increasing 
mobile service. 

 
• The Motorist Information System (known as 511 and MATIS) has been delayed, 

due to problems launching the Metro trip planner; however it should be fully 
launched in August.  Advertising for the program has started with funding 
coming from the $1 million AQMD grant.  She stated that OCTA has requested to 
have Orange County included in the trip planner, which has caused some delays.  
OCTA will reimburse us those costs.  Also, in the Motorist Services Improvement 
category, funding will go to the restructuring of the FSP program.  They are 
hoping to expand the Big Rig Tow Service on the SR 91 corridor and some of the 
funding will also go to support High Occupancy Toll lanes and the Congestion 
Reduction Demonstration Program for the I-10 and I-110 freeways.   

 
Marianne Kim (Automobile Club) asked if the #399 program will be phased out as the 
511 program is launched.  Ms. Martinez stated that the two programs are different.  The 
#399 program is designed to help stranded motorists, whereas 511 is more 
informational, similar to the 411 program.  Ms. Kim asked if the budget was impacted 
due to Inland Empire’s recent pullout from the 511 Program.  Ms. Martinez responded 
that the Inland Empire had their own budget for their portion of the program, so the 
system may no longer cover their area.   
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Mr. Janka asked if the 511 has been officially launched.  Ms. Martinez responded that the 
program has not been fully launched, and there are minimal services available with the 
existing 511.  An official “go live” date is anticipated in FY 10.  Mr. Janka asked if the 
program has a website.  Ms. Martinez responded yes, currently they are purchasing a 
number of domain names that can all be linked to one main page.   
 
Mike Behen (League of Cities, North County Transportation Coalition) asked if the Big 
Rig Tow Service is limited to particular freeways.  Ms. Martinez responded that currently 
it is only offered on the I-710.  The expansion would cover the SR 91 corridor.  It was 
initially going to launch this year; however OCTA did not have enough FY 09 funding to 
fund the entire corridor.  John Asuncion (SCAG) asked if the service will run only during 
peak hours.  Ms. Martinez responded yes, only during the AM/PM peak hours.  The 
service currently does not run on weekends or holidays.   
 
Mr. Mostahkami asked if the #399 and 511 programs run 24 hours.  Ms. Martinez 
responded yes.  Mr. Mostahkami asked if the $17.55 million budget will cover both 
programs.  Ms. Martinez responded yes, it will cover the rest of the programs as well.   
 
Ms. Kim asked what the Motorist Services Improvement category involves.  Ms. Martinez 
responded that it will involve changing the distribution of the FSP trucks, as well as the 
beat structure and to improve administrative efficiency.  

 
8.  Call for Projects Deobligations/Extensions (Alan Patashnick, Metro) 

Mr. Patashnick reported that TAC met on June 3rd to hear sponsor appeals on the 
deobligation of funding for 42 projects.  Of the 42 projects, the City of Beverly Hills 
notified us that they would like to cancel their project (Project #8098) Widening North 
Santa Monica Boulevard in Beverly Hills and requested a downscope and change in 
project sponsor for Pedestrian Improvements for Intersections with Bus Stops (Project 
#F1659).  TAC deferred action on Project #F1659 pending staff’s position on the 
downscope and change of sponsorship requests.  Additionally, for three projects for 
which MOU/LOA were not executed, TAC deferred actions pending a report on the 
status of the MOU/LOA at future meetings.  For the remainder of the projects, TAC 
recommended 1-3 year extensions with certain reporting conditions.  For those projects 
on which TAC took actions, we have reviewed TAC’s recommendations and concurred.  
For those other projects for which TAC deferred action, significant progress has been 
made on the MOU/LOA execution and we are recommending that these projects 
proceed forward.  For Project #F1659, we are recommending that the downscope and 
change in sponsor from City of Beverly Hills to Culver City be approved.  Also included 
in the meeting was a status report on six projects which were requested by TAC in June 
2008.  At TAC, during the months of July and August there will likely be a couple of 
status reports as part of the TAC agenda.  Most of the status reports will take place in one 
year from now.  Mr. Patashnick added that the Board will hear this item in July, and it 
will be heard at the July TAC meeting. 
 
Mr. Mostahkami made a motion to receive and file the item which was seconded by 
Sharon Perlstein (League of Cities, Westside Cities).  There were no abstentions. 
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9. CTC Update (Patricia Chen, Metro) 
Ms. Chen reported that at the CTC meeting in June: 

• The Public Private Partnership guidelines were withdrawn and moved to July, 
possibly resulting from actions through the budget legislation; 

• Commissioner’s Dunne, Zarian, and Earp, along with Caltrans Director Will 
Kempton commented that it is very important for the regions, cities, and county 
to speak publicly about the impacts of the funding cuts that are being proposed to 
transportation in the State Budget.  Other areas, such as health care and 
education, have voiced their concerns about their cuts, and it would be beneficial 
for us to speak up about transportation cuts; 

• Will Kempton expressed how bad he felt that while his department staff worked 
really hard to get ARRA through, on top of furloughs there is now a proposed 5% 
pay cut; 

• Mr. Kempton also indicated that for ARRA, the State has not only obligated but 
put under construction $132 million out of the $935 million in highway funds for 
the State.  He indicated that 90% of the funds should be out of the door by the 
end of the summer;   

• Regional Agencies Moderator, Rachel Moriconi reported that the regions are very 
concerned with a proposal for Caltrans to start charging for Project Initiation 
Documents (also known as PSR).  Caltrans might try to have the PSRs focus on 
the scope and the schedule; 

• The Self-Help Counties Coalition reported that transportation specific sales tax 
was down in 4th Quarter FY 08, 16% year over year and down 14% in 1st Quarter 
FY 09 year over year.  These declines are expected to last 2-3 more Quarters;  

• A presentation was given on the budget and allocation capacity.  The State 
Highway Operations, Preservation and Protection (SHOPP) has been impacted by 
delays in gaming revenues, the State Highway Account (SHA) has declined due to 
less fuel tax revenues as fuel use has decreased, the State Transportation 
Improvement Program (STIP) has been impacted by the delay of transportation 
facilities account allocations, and there is a concern about the possible transfer of 
Prop 42 funds.  Also, there is doubt over the future of the Public Transportation 
Account (PTA).  It was further reported that gas taxes are down, and weight fees 
are now starting to decline.  Sales taxes have declined 20% across the State;   

• There is no FY 10 allocation capacity at this time, and effective July 1st there will 
be only three types of allocations: partial right-of-way (which would cover inverse 
condemnation and certification costs), safety and emergency projects, and any 
projects that do not require a State match;   

• The last two bond sales totaled $13 billion.  Approximately $1.7 billion (13%) of 
that comes to transportation, which is a good amount considering all of the other 
uses.  It was thought previously that the amount received from the bonds was 
enough to cover the allocated projects through construction.  Caltrans reviewed 
those estimates and determined that the money was only enough to get them 
through April.  The strategy for the next bond sale in September is to get enough 
cash for the currently allocated projects for another six months.  The plan is to sell 
bonds every six months and allocate projects to use the funds, while keeping a six 
month cash buffer; 

• The Fund Estimate Assumptions were discussed.  It is estimated that there will be 
very little new money in the STIP, with possibly some Transportation 
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Enhancement (TEA) funds in the out-years.  In addition, there could be some 
project delay or deferrals; 

• An ARRA update was given by Caltrans Chief Deputy Randall Iwasaki, who said 
that California has obligated $1.3 billion, which is second only to Washington 
D.C.; 

• Regarding State and Federal legislation matters, the Commission voted a position 
of support for AB 672, which would allow for the Letter of No Prejudice (LONP) 
for bond-funded projects; 

• In non-policy matters: 
o The I-10/I-605 programming for the replacement of connector and 

roadway improvements in Baldwin Park was adopted; 
o There was a number of time extensions granted (three in Los Angeles); 

and 
o The CTC invited some of the project sponsors to come forward and move 

some PTA eligible STIP projects from FY 11 to FY 10.  Several sponsors 
came forward, including Metrolink within LA County.  They were 
approved; however in announcing the item, the CTC staff indicated that 
the FY10 PTA funding outlook is not good, so they will not come back with 
an allocation until they ascertain that there is proper funding. 

 
Ms. Chen stated that Kirk Lindsey passed away on June 10th, and a portion of the 
meeting on June 11th was adjourned in his honor.   
 
Ms. Kim asked what might be the percentage decrease in the gas tax.  Ms. Chen 
responded that it was not mentioned during the meeting. 

 
10. Economic Stimulus/TIP (Herman Cheng and Avital Shavit, Metro) 

Mr. Cheng stated that in the future, all RTIP Amendments must go through SCAG.   
 
Mr. Mostahkami asked if the 1511 Certification is complete.  Ms. Shavit responded that 
Amendments #15 and #17 have been approved.  She stated that she has the last of the 
1511 Certifications that will be sent to Art Leahy for signature in the next couple of days.  
After those new projects are certified, you will be able to receive an E-76 form.   
 
Ms. Shavit stated that from now on, the Program Metro TIP Database will be open for 
TIP amendment submittals.  The next TIP Amendments (#19 which is administrative 
and #20 which is formal) are open for any revisions to any projects and, not limited to 
economic stimulus projects.  In the future, we will try to keep the Program Metro 
Database open on a rolling basis.  Mr. Asuncion stated that SCAG meets with all the 
counties on a semi-regular basis and then meetswith the different commissions from 
each county to determine needs. 
 
Mr. Mostahkami asked if Caltrans Headquarters approved Amendment #08-17 on June 
15th.  A lot of packages have been sent to FHWA, so if that is not done then the E-76 
cannot be issued.  Ms. Shavit responded that it should be certified in the next couple of 
weeks.  Mr. Cheng stated that it is an administrative amendment and does not need to go 
to FHWA for review.  Ms. Shavit stated that Metro had to wait until the TIP was 
approved to even start working on the certification, and once the certification was ready 
the Feds changed the requirements.   
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Ms. Shavit stated that Metro will be holding Program Metro TIP Database training 
workshops throughout the summer.  There will be around 10-20 database training 
sessions held at the Metro building, and a few others may be held around the county.   

 
11. Measure R Local Return Guidelines (Susan Richan, Metro) 

Ms. Richan stated that the Measure R Local Return group has met three times, and will 
meet Thursday June 25th at 1:30 pm in the Olympic Room.  The group is currently 
working on draft guidelines and they hope to go before the Board for approval in 
December.  She stated that in less than two weeks the 1/2 cent sales tax goes into effect, 
but because of the vendor’s timeline, the money will not be available until December, but 
could be delayed to as late as March or April.  She stated that any questions or comments 
can be directed to anyone included in the working group.  She added that she is also 
available to answer questions, and can be reached at 213-922-3017.  

 
12. FY 2010 Fund Allocation (Susan Richan, Metro) 

Ms. Richan distributed Attachment I (FY 2010 Estimates and Allocations Props A and C, 
Measure R Local Return, and TDA Article 3) of Item 8 from the Planning and 
Programming Committee.  She stated that the FY 10 Fund Allocation is distributed on a 
per capita basis.  In between the previous and the next census years, Metro uses 
population estimates from the US Department of Finance, gathered from their website.  
The Prop A & C Estimates are provided by our OMB office.  Their estimates came in 10% 
lower than the FY 08 actual numbers.  Regarding Measure R, agencies will receive that 
money in the same manner that they receive Prop C money.  The Measure R Estimates 
are lower than Prop A & C because it only receives 15% of the sales tax versus the 20-25% 
that Prop A & C receives.  She stated that the TDA money is listed as an Allocation, 
meaning the figures are not estimates and agencies will receive those funds similar to a 
grant.    
 
Mr. Janka asked when the Measure R money will start being distributed to agencies.  Ms. 
Richan stated that the earliest the money will be available is in December.  Mr. Janka 
asked how many months that money will cover.  Ms. Richan stated that it will cover two 
months. 
 
Mr. Huang stated that the Measure R money can be used to backfill the funding for 
maintenance and operation needs that the State took away from the gas tax.  Ms. Richan 
stated that they are working on a Maintenance of Effort, and that streets and roads are 
eligible for Measure R funds.   
 
Michelle Mowery (Bicycle Coordination) asked what do the draft guidelines say about 
bicycle facilities.  Ms. Richan responded that it will basically be the same as Prop C, but 
should be less restrictive because it will include pedestrian improvements as well.  Ms. 
Mowery stated that because it is a small pot of money, she would like the guidelines to 
specify bicycle facilities so that things like bike parking, and stairway ramps are included.  
Ms. Richan responded that Article 3 covers “Bicycle Facilities” and she is sure that 
Measure R will be the same. 
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13. LRTP Update (David Yale, Metro) 
Mr. Yale stated that Metro staff recommended approval of the LRTP, at the Special Board 
meeting  on June 11th.  The Board took testimony, but deferred the presentation in lieu 
of getting more comments from the Streets and Freeways Subcommittee, TAC, and the 
COGs on the Plan.  Mr. Yale stated that he will also present at the July TAC meeting.   
 
Mr. Yale reported the following on the LRTP: 
 

• The LRTP is not set in stone, but is intended to be a “living document” that is 
periodically updated.  The Plan’s financial strategy seeks to guide short term 
allocations, provide timely funding, aid in efforts to secure State and Federal 
funds, coordinate all funding requirements (at least 50 different funding types), 
and identify future financial issues.  The adoption of the strategy supports 
Regional, State, and Federal planning and programming actions.  Most urgent are 
the SCAG Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) and the Regional Transportation 
Improvement Plan (RTIP) updates.  We need to have the LRTP in place in order 
to add the new rail projects into the RTIP. 

 
• The LRTP has a number of benefits.  The Plan will add funding for eight new 

major transit projects, funding for new soundwall projects, and increased funds 
for transit operations, commuter rail, and local improvements.  The plan will also 
help meet the needs of the growing population, provide increased mobility, 
improve air quality, and meets environmental justice requirements.  The Plan 
includes some major financial assumptions; such as the recovery of sales tax 
revenues after the recession (which has a major impact on the Plan as two-thirds 
of the revenue comes from sales taxes), the re-instatement of the STA program by 
FY 14, stabilizing of construction cost inflation, among others. 

 
• Sales tax revenues are forecasted to reach $3 billion by 2015, and by the end of the 

plan they are forecasted to reach over $7 billion.  These sales tax revenues are 
forecasted to drop in 2040 because Measure R expires in 2039.  While the sales tax 
forecasts are substantial, originally Measure R was assumed to raise about $40 
million, but now all of the sales tax forecasts are down compared to prior 
estimates.     

 
• All of the 2009 LRTP transit projects are consistent with Measure R with the 

exception of the San Fernando Valley North/South Canoga project which is 
delivered early, because that project was funded by the Board with alternate funds.  
He added that Measure R dictated that the Subway extension be opened in 
segments, but did not indicate the timing of those segments.  The first segment is 
expected to be opened in 2019, the second segment in 2026, and the last segment 
in 2036.   

 
• The operating deficit of the LRTP is expected to be $400 million over a four year 

period from FY 11-14.  This is a Metro transit operations deficit.  Any transit 
operating solutions that can be identified can help close the gap.   

 
• The LRTP financial strategy relies on Measure R sub-regional equity 

assumptions.  On the Transit Capital side, assumptions include funds for the 
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Westside sub-region that were freed up from Expo Phase II Measure R, and funds 
for the San Fernando Valley sub-region freed up from SFV North-South (Canoga) 
Measure R project.  These assumptions will ultimately require a two-thirds vote of 
the Board to approve, and the staff recommendation is to ask the Board to 
approve the plan with the assumptions included, subject to a legal opinion from 
the County Counsel.   

 
• Assumptions for the Highway Capital side include I-5 South Highway funds 

transferred to the West Santa Ana Branch project (footnote in Measure R), the I-5 
HOV Lanes funds freed up and divided (based on mileage) between the Arroyo 
Verdugo and San Fernando Valley, and I-5/Rte. 14 Direct Connector funds freed 
up and reserved for the North County sub-region.  Mr. Yale stated that the 
highway side has not yet been determined in Measure R, and their 
recommendation to the Board is to come back in the Fall of 2009 with a 
recommendation on Measure R Highway Funds.  [Note:  subsequent to this 
writing, Metro staff is now also accounting for funds freed up from the I-
5/Carmenita Road Interchange project that will be returned to the Gateway 
subregion.]   

 
• Because the Board deferred action on the LRTP until at least July 2009, the next 

step will be TAC review during their July 1st meeting.  Because of the deferral, 
there will not be an LRTP action item on the June 25th Board meeting agenda.  All 
of the implementation activities for the plan will shift at least a month.     

 
• There will be an estimated $2.5 billion available for Highway Capital between 

2020-2029, and $3.5 billion between 2030-2039.  There is currently over $22 
billion in Highway Capital Projects contemplated in Measure R in the plan, but 
only $7.55 billion would be available from Measure R itself.  The State and 
Federal funds that would be leveraged by the Measure R funds have yet to be 
determined and any private leveraging from a Public Private Partnership or a toll 
arrangement is also not yet included. 

 
Mr. Mostahkami asked if the next Call for Projects will no longer take place in FY14/15.  
Mr. Yale responded that the Call is assumed to occur every other year.  Mr. Mostahkami 
asked what percentage of funding for future Call for Projects comes from Measure R.  
Mr. Yale responded that none of it comes from Measure R.  

 
14. Call for Projects Update (Toye Oyowole, Metro) 

Mr. Oyowole distributed Attachment B (2009 Call for Projects Preliminary Fund 
Estimate) of Item 62 from the Planning and Programming Committee.  He stated that 
funding in Attachment A was spread between the modal categories in different years 
because the 2009 Call for Projects is not funded until FY14, and some agencies have 
projects ready to go.   The reason for the revision is that the money in the LRTP is only 
available in FY14/15.  The money had to be adjusted for when it is expected to be 
available.  Mr. Oyowole stated that the Board approved the funding marks including the 
revisions.   
 
Mr. Janka asked when the funds for the 2009 Call for Projects will be available.  Mr. 
Oyowole stated in FY14/15.  However, Attachment A distributes the funds so that those 
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agencies with ready-to-go projects can be funded before then.  If you have a project that 
has been recommended for funding, and the first year you need the money is FY13, then 
it will be available. 
 
Mr. Mostahkami asked when the MOUs will be executed.  Mr. Oyowole responded that 
the Deobligation/Recertification Board report does three things: deobligation, 
recertification, and savings.  If a project is programmed to be funded in 2012, the MOU 
is not done until 2012.  Each year of funding identified in the MOU or LOA agreement, 
must have Board action to recertify.  MOUs will be completed in the first year of funding. 
 
Ms. Perlstein asked how the money was distributed among the modal categories listed in 
Attachment A.  Mr. Oyowole responded that the money was distributed among the 
categories based on the 2001 LRTP modal marks and when the money is expected to be 
available.  Ms. Perlstein asked that if it is based on prior experience, is the funding for 
this Call based on the amount of applications in previous Calls.  Mr. Oyowole responded 
that the funding for the Call is established by the LRTP.  He distributed the money 
amongst the categories depending on how many projects will be ready before FY14.  Ms. 
Perlstein stated that she is concerned with the amount of funds between the categories 
and not the total amount of funds.  Mr. Oyowole responded that the total amounts per 
modal category are determined by the Board.  A certain percentage for each mode was 
approved in the 2001 LRTP and that is what was used for the 2009 Call for Projects. 
 
Ms. Mowery asked if we will find out how much was applied for in each category.  Mr. 
Oyowole responded yes, there will be a summary in the Rainbow Report.  Ms. Mowery 
asked when the Rainbow Report will be released.  Mr. Oyowole responded that he does 
not know the schedule.  Ms. Mowery asked if the report will be done before the LRTP is 
adopted, because it may be the case that the LRTP does not adequately reflect the amount 
of applications received in the different modes.  Mr. Oyowole responded that that 
question should be addressed in the next LRTP update.  Mr. Patashnick stated that the 
Rainbow Report will be available online July 6th. 
 
Mr. Janka asked how the money will be distributed among various agencies that have 
projects that are ready to go.  Mr. Oyowole responded that projects may be funded step 
by step as opposed to all at once.  Mr. Behen stated that it seems open ended because the 
methodology is not entirely clear to everyone. 

 
15. New Business (Subcommittee) 
 There was no new business to report 
 
16. Adjournment (Subcommittee) 

The meeting was adjourned at 11:40 AM.  The next meeting of the Streets and Freeways
