3. Consent Calendar (Renee Berlin)

The Consent calendar was approved on a motion by Mark Yamarone (TDM/AQ) and
seconded by Mike Uyeno (City of Los Angeles). Joyce Rooney (LTSS) abstained.

4. Chairperson’s Report (Renee Berlin) Handout

Yvonne Sells (SCAQMD) announced that SCAQMD released the 2007 Draft Air Quality
Management Plan. The deadline for comments has been extended to December 15%. The
final public workshop is being held today (December 6%) at the SCAQMD headquarters in
the City of Diamond Bar. Board adoption is anticipated in April 2007, with final EPA

adoption in June 2007.

Ms. Berlin reported that:

¢ Tom Gdala (City of Calabasas) has become the primary member representing the Las
Virgines/Malibu COG. Ms. Berlin introduced and welcomed Ken Berkman (City of
Agoura Hills) as the alternate;

¢ Andrea Burnside is resigning from Metro effective January 2007. John Drayton has
become the primary member representing Metro Operations, and Chris Gallanes is the
alternate;

e John Catoe has resigned from Metro to become General Manager of the Washington
Metropolitan Area Transit Authority. Carolyn Flowers is serving as the Interim Chief
Operating Officer;

e Mary Peters has been confirmed as the Secretary of Transportation;

e Carol Inge, Metro’s Chief Planning Officer, was named “Woman of the Year” by the Los
Angeles Chapter of the Women'’s Transportation Seminars (WTS);

e Two projects funded through the Call for Projects were recently opened:
- A 1.8 mile bike path on San Fernando Road in Sylmar between Roxford and Hubbard

Street;
- A South Pasadena I-710 Congestion Relief project at the interchange of Orange Grove

Avenue and Arroyo Seco Parkway;
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s On November 28%, Judge Terry Hatter denied the Bus Riders Union’s motion to amend
a court order and extend portions of the Federal Consent Decree;

e The National Surface Transportation Policy and Revenue Study Commission (1909
Commission), created by SAFETEA-LU will hold field hearings in Los Angeles County
on February 21 and 22, 2007 in the Metro’s headquarters’ Board room;

e Propositions A and C, and TDA sales tax revenue for the twelve months ended June 30,
2006 were about 7.9% over budget, which corresponds to $152 million above the 2005
levels;

e Starting at 10:00 am, project sponsor will provide status reports on projects that were
given extensions in 2005 and 2006.

5. Legislative Update
Federal Update (Marisa Yeager, Metro)

Congress is expected to recess this week. Metro is anticipating a continuing resolution that
provides funding at FY 06 levels for most Federal programs, including transit and highway
programs, through February 2007. The 110t Congress will take final action when it returns.

State Update (Patricia Torres, Metro)

The legislative session began this week and will be all about the State Bond measures
recently approved by the orders. Senator Lowenthal has introduced two new Spot bills on
the Bond measures’ Goods Movement category to better define the category. The Bond
included $2 billion for Goods Movements projects and $1 billion for Air Quality projects.

In regards to Corridor Mobility Improvement Program, the Metro Board is considering the
staff recommended projects. If adopted, Metro will need to submit an application to the
CTC by January 15%. The CTC has until March 1st to approve the projects.

Mr. Uyeno asked if Metro has heard any opinions about the legislature authorizing the sale
of Bonds with an anticipated $5 billion State budget deficit. Ms. Torres stated that she heard
that it will work itself out. The forecasted deficit will make issuing Bonds for transportation
more competitive. Not only there will be competition within transportation agencies; but
also outside interests such as education, water, housing, etc. These interests will compete to
ensure their Bonds are issued first. Obviously the Governor will propose cuts, but there is a
sense that things will be worked out.

6. Timed Agenda — 10:00 AM

Call for Project # 2346 — Pomona Regional Transit Center Security System Project

Ms. Berlin reported that representative from the City of Pomona was not present at the
TAC, but a status report was sent by David L. Johnson, the Public Works Superintendent.
According to the status report, the project is complete, and the City paid the final invoice to
its vendor on August 29, 2006. The City is in the process of completing all final
documentation to invoice Metro by the end of December 2006.
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Call for Project # 6390 — Sepulveda Blvd. from Centinela Ave. to Lincoln Blvd. (Paul
Meshkin, City of Los Angeles)

Project design has been completed, and LADOT received Authorization to Proceed with
construction. It is expected that the construction contract will be advertised by December

2006, awarded by April 2007, and completed by May 2009.

Ms. Berlin asked if the City will be coming to TAC in June 2007 to ask for another two-year
extension, for a total extension of four years. Mr. Meshkin confirmed.

Call for Project # 6425 — Sepulveda Blvd. & Bike Lane Intersection Improvement (Paul
Meshkin, City of Los Angeles)

The City has been working on the project design, but additional studies required by
Caltrans caused a serious delay in the schedule. A consultant has been hired to assist with
the technical studies. The City is working with Caltrans to expedite the review and approval
process. The design phase and environmental clearance are expected to be completed by
February 2007. The construction contract is anticipated to be awarded with construction

scheduled to begin by July 2007.

Ms. Berlin asked on the length of the construction period. Mr. Meshkin responded that the
construction should take 12-15 months and to be finished by Summer 2008.

Call for Project # 6327 — Ocean Avenue Signal System (Gerald Tom, City of Santa Monica)
The City has included the Ocean Avenue Signal System project as part of the Downtown
Signal project. The project has been further expanded to include 16 signal modifications
citywide for the purpose of providing construction management services due to limited
staff. As a result of the expanded project, the design process has been delayed. Currently,
the design is almost complete with the plans submitted for 90% review. The PS&E should
be completed and approved by February 2007. The construction contract is scheduled to be
awarded by May 2007, with completion by January 2008.

Ms. Berlin asked the cause of the delay in the schedule. Mr. Tom stated that there has been
some delay from one of the three consultants working on the project to complete the 90%
plan package. The City provided the consultants with all the required information. The
delay could possibly be due to understaffing.

Call for Project #6393 — East Downtown Truck Access Improvements (Vahik Vartanians,
City of Los Angeles)

The City has completed design of the project and is currently processing the Authorization
to Proceed with construction through Caltrans. The City is anticipating to have an E-76
Authorization in December, and to award the project in April 2007 with construction to
start in May 2007. There are six elements in the project, four of which will go to
construction and two will require right-of-way. The City is also to design the two elements
that require the right-of-way. The design is 60% completed on those elements which are
scheduled, to be finished in June 2007.

Ms. Berlin asked the length of the construction period and the cause of the delay. Mr.
Vartanians responded that it will take two years due to concurrent utility work. Regarding
the delay, Mr. Vartanians stated that the project consists of six elements, four of which were
completed. He stated that other City projects took priority over this one. Mr. Uyeno
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commented that the problem is that the agencies do not know when grant funds will be
available, and that makes it hard for the City to plan ahead.

Call for Project # 6347 — 1-710 Firestone Blvd. Interchange Reconstruction (Mahmoud
Anjomshoaa, City of South Gate)

On July 27, 2006, the Metro Board authorized a three-year extension for the project. The
City received approval for the 2006 TIP in October 2006. The City is in the process of
completing and releasing an RFQ to retain a design consultant by December 2006. Design
is expected to start in February 2007, with finalization of plans and specifications in
December 2007. Construction will begin in March 2008, and to be completed in April 2009.
City is anticipating meeting the lapse date.

Call for Project # 2314 — East San Gabriel Valley SOM Pilot Project (Jane White, County of
Los Angeles)

The main focus of the project is the Information Exchange Network (IEN) software. Design
for the final controller replacement locations in the City of Arcadia has been completed;
only signal timing on 9 intersections needs to be finished. LA County is currently working
with Metro to develop an interface between RIITS and IEN. The Cities of West Hollywood,
Inglewood and Pasadena are all online. Discussion with Econolite is underway to develop

their CDI to the IEN.

LACO Firmware is currently undergoing testing and troubleshooting. The traffic control
system has been deployed with some delay due to problems with LACO-4, but it has been
corrected by installing wireless communication.

Call for Project # 2315 — Pomona Valley Traffic Signal Forum Improvement Project (Jane
White, County of Los Angeles)

The contract was awarded in November 2006, with construction to begin in January 2007.
The consultant is submitting the final plans on cameras and fiber installation. The
Cooperative Agreement to procure the City’s traffic control system between the City of
Claremont and the County is completed, and the City of Claremont has contracted a vendor
to install the system. The Cooperative Agreement to procure the City’s traffic control
system between the City of Diamond Bar and the County is completed, and the City of
Diamond Bar is evaluating proposals for the system. The County is working with the City
of Pomona to upgrade controllers and firmware for their traffic control system. The County
and the City of La Verne are negotiating with the City’s selected vendor for their traffic
control system.

Call for Project # 2316 — SELAC Traffic Synchronization Corridors Project (Jane White,
County of Los Angeles)

The Imperial Highway at Garfield Avenue project was delayed to begin in January 2007 due
to utility problems. The I-105 Corridor ATMS project is in the final planning stage. The I-5
Telegraph Road Corridor ATMS project is also in the final submittal plans. The County has
received and is reviewing the draft of the Request for Proposal (RFP) to procure a traffic
control system for the City of Santa Fe Springs. The County is currently working with the
City of Commerce to upgrade necessary controllers and the existing traffic control system.
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
