The Consent Calendar was approved on a motion by Mark Yamarone (TDM/AQ) and
seconded by David Rzepinski (City of Los Angeles).

Chairperson’s Report (Renee Betlin)

Ken Berkman and Tom Gdala have switched positions on TAC representing the League
of Cities Las Virgenes Malibu COG. Ken is now the primary member;

Brian Lin has been appointed Acting Director of the San Fernando Valley/North County
Area Team since Kevin Michel is on leave;

Heather Hills has been named the Interim Director of Long Range Planning;

1st quarter financial performance numbers showed that Propositions A, C and TDA sales
taxes (excluding STA) are projected to be at least $405.7 million, which are equal to the
budgeted amount. Revenues including STA were $65.4 million above FY 06 levels
($453.9 million versus $388.5 million);

March 26% is the deadline for sponsors to submit FY 07 allocation or extension requests
to Metro for STIP-TE funded projects. Metro must concur prior to submittal to Caltrans.
Sponsors must have funds allocated or extended by June 30, 2007 to avoid lapsing;
March 12% is the deadline for sponsors with projects programmed in FY 08 with STIP-
TE funds to submit requests to have funds reprogrammed to FY 09 or later;

U.S. Senator Diane Feinstein has been named to the Senate Appropriations
Subcommittee on Transportation Housing and Urban Development;

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e Air Quality Management Division (AQMD) report:
- The South Coast Air Quality Management Plan (AQMP) Draft Final is anticipated to be
released no later than February 16, 2007 for public review and comments;

5. TAC Meeting Date Change (Renee Betlin)

Ms. Berlin asked TAC members if they wished to change the TAC meeting date to better
coincide with the availability of Metro staff reports to the Board. She’s aware that the
monthly meeting date has stayed the same since TAC’s inception. Ms. Pan and Ms. Berlin
polled TAC members to determine their meeting date preference. Just a show of hands, five
members voted to keep TAC on the first Wednesday of the month, and eight voted for the
second Wednesday. The remaining members either had no preference or abstained. Based
on TAC feedback, meetings will be held on the second Wednesday of the month, starting in
April. (Due to unavailability of conference rooms, TAC will continue meeting on the first

Wednesday, until July.)

6. Legislative Update
Federal Update (Raffi Hamparian, Metro)

Mr. Hamparian had three items to discuss with TAC. First, the resolution of the
Appropriations process in Congress. In the past year, no resolutions were passed in
Congress due to the Senate not moving on their Appropriations Bill. The House and Senate
leaders agreed to pass a Continuing Resolution for FY 07. However, such a resolution would
not take into account the bump from SAFETEA-LU in transportation dollars. Nationwide,
this represents $4 billion, and in Los Angeles County, $70 million. A deal was worked out to
incorporate the SAFETEA-LU funding levels. Second, the President released his FY 08
budget. Some highlights of the budget include $339.6 billion for transit. Mr. Hamparian
wanted to emphasize the Revenue Aligned Budget Authority (RABA) which states that Gas
Tax revenues exceeding those in law will flow back into the Highway formula. The
President has recommended that the money flow into the Highway or Transit Trust Fund.
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
